ORDER

Based on the discussion between counsel for the parties and the special master at
the status conference held on October 27, 2003,

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED:

(1) These cases are consolidated for purposes of motion practice, discovery, and
any evidentiary hearing, and, except as noted below, Strunk v. PERB (S50593) is
designated as the lead case for purposes of those matters. The matter of case captions
will be addressed at the November 12, 2003, status conference referred to in paragraph
(2) below. The plaintiffs' evidence in the Strunk case will be heard first at the evidentiary
hearing, and the plaintiffs' evidence in the remaining cases will be heard in immediate
succession thereafter in an order to be determined at a later date. Mr. Hartman is
designated coordinating plaintiffs' counsel, and he shall coordinate discovery and motion
practice on behalf of the plaintiffs in all the cases, although the plaintiffs in the other
cases are entitled to file motions that adopt or join in the motions in the Strunk case, and
they also may engage in separate discovery and motion practice with an eye toward
overall efficiency in the conduct of this litigation. By designating the Strunk case as the
lead case and Mr. Hartman as coordinating plaintiffs' counsel, the special master does not
intend to assign to or impose upon him an attorney-client relationship with the plaintiffs
in the other cases. To the extent that it is necessary to do so, Sartain v. PERB (S50686) is
separately designated as the lead case for "retiree" plaintiffs.

(2) The next status conference in these cases shall be held on Wednesday,

November 12, 2003, at 9:00 a.m. in the Supreme Court courtroom, 1163 State Street,
Salem, Oregon.
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(3) Plaintiffs in the Strunk and Petrillo v. PERB (S50687) cases shall, on or
before November 7, 2003, file and serve any replies to the non state defendants'
responses to plaintiffs' motions to strike or in the alternative motions to make more
definite and

certain, which responses are due on October 31, 2003. Oral argument on those motions
will be held at the November 12 status conference.

(4) Except as noted in this paragraph, all further pleading motions in these cases
must be filed and served no later than Friday, October 31, 2003. The parties against
whom any such pleading motions are directed shall, on or before November 4, 2003,
advise all other parties and the special master as to the time they request to respond to
such motion(s), whereupon the special master shall set a briefing schedule for those
motions. The plaintiffs in the Sartain case may file a motion that is identical in substance
to the plaintiffs' motions in the Strunk and Petrillo cases, described in paragraph (3),
above, on or before November 4, 2003. Defendants need not file an additional response
to that motion, which also shall be argued at the November 12 status conference.

(5) Defendants shall, on or before October 31, 2003, serve on plaintiffs proposed
questionnaires that address 1ssues pertaining to plaintiffs' individual circumstances as
those circumstances relate to the claims and defenses made in the pleadings, particularly
with reference to "standing" and breach of contract and impairment of contract issues.
The parties shall then confer and attempt to reach an agreement as to the use of such
questionnaires, failing which, the parties shall argue any disputed issues pertaining
thereto at the November 12 status conference.

(6) Until further order of the special master or the Supreme Court, the parties
shall file all original pleadings, motions, and other submissions with the special master as
follows:

Hard copies of all such documents shall contemporaneously be served on the other
parties. Electronic e-mail attachments containing such documents also shall be delivered
forthwith to the other parties and the special master to facilitate the most expeditious
distribution of such documents.

(7) In accordance with the parties' agreement at the October 27 status conference,
discovery of experts shall be conducted in accordance with the Federal Rules of Civil
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
